The community transport service provides bus services for Knox residents who are over 65 years
and/or need support with transport. Our day outings, provide the opportunity to visit places of
interest across Victoria.

Community Transport Outings Program cost: Cost $10.50 per person, to be invoiced post-travel.
Should you be unable to join an outing, a minimum notice of 24 hours is necessary; otherwise, a trip
charge will apply. Additionally, any entry fees at certain locations during outings will be your
responsibility.

If you choose to bring your own lunch,
certain booked venues may not permit outside food within their premises.
