e Outing and Pick up timings: Approximate and subject to change.

e Extreme Weather: Trips may be adjusted with little to no notice if temperatures are
expected to exceed 30°C. Trips may also be canceled with short notice if temperatures are
expected to exceed 37°C or in the event of severe rain.

e Walking Levels:

- Low Impact: Minimal walking required.

- Moderate Impact: Moderate walking involved.
- High Impact: Significant walking required.

Participants are responsible for assessing their own fitness levels and choosing outings that align
with their abilities.
